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Message From The Chair: Gain Phd At Home.

The year in focus, 2006,
became a notable milestone in
the history of ANSTI. After
successfully holding the 1st
African Regional Conference
of Vice-Chancellors, Provosts
and Deans of Science,
Engineering and Technology
(COVIDSET 2005), member
institutions of ANSTI have

found a new enthusiasm.

I would like to encourage
Vice-Chancellors, Provosts
and Deans to direct this
enthusiasm towards
applying research in science,
engineering and technology
to harness the continent’s

resources.

Research is a critical area in
the developmental agenda for
Africa. Yet research in Africa’s
universities has stagnated.

It is fashionable for Africa’s
good brains (first class and
second upper graduates) to

head for off-shore universities
to gain PhD.

At the Kwame Nkrumah
University of Science and
Technology, we reversed this

old fashioned trend by simply

finding money to improve
graduate student stipend and
lecturer PhD supervision

fee to attractive levels. The
result? Instead of the normal
two to five annual intake of
PhD students for the whole
University, we enrolled nearly
200 PhD students in three
years! It is expected that these
200 will begin graduating
from 2007 to 2009.

I do not need to state the
obvious advantages of African
universities beginning to
produce the majority of their
PhD’s at home. I will only
observe that their PhD theses
will be thoroughly relevant to
local science, engineering and

technology problems.

This call will even be more
effective if African universities
will encourage their Diasporan
scholars to get involved by
offering their skills to help
supervise PhD students.

Chancellors, Deans of Science,
Engineering and Technology
(COVIDSET) as a biennial
forum for university leaders to
exchange ideas, experiences on
various strategies, actions and
policies for human resource
capacity building in the
sciences. The plan is available
in print form and also at the

Network website (www.ansti.

org).

Finally, the Network
Secretariat is pleased to inform
its numerous donors, partners
and member institutions

that the biennial audit of the
Network’s finances was carried
out in 2006 by Deloitte and
Touche. The report which is
available from the Secretariat

was very satisfactory.

Summary

'The year 2006 has been a good
year for the African Network
of Scientific and Technological
Institutions (ANSTT). The
Network welcomed seven new
members: Gulu University
(Uganda), Stellenbosch
University (South Africa),
Njala University (Sierra
Leone), Sudan Academy of
Science (Sudan), University

of Agriculture-Abeokuta
(Nigeria), Western University
of Science and Technology
(Now called Masinde Muliro
University of Science and
Technology) (Kenya) and

the University of Burundi
(Burundi).

'The Network also officially
launched the ANSTI
Scientists Database during the
first Ordinary Session of “The
First African Congress of
Scientists and Policy Makers
(CASP)”in Alexandria, Egypt.
The Website is a compilation
of experts in the field of
Science & Technology in
Africa and of Africans in the
Diaspora. It acts as a useful
resource to foster interaction
among scientists in the region

and the Diaspora.

The fellowships awarded

to staff of the Network’s
member institutions this year
were five (5). The fellowships
offered enable the successful
candidates pursue their

postgraduate studies.

The Network awarded
eighteen (18) conference
grants during the year. The
grants were awarded to senior
academic staff to enable

them attend international
conferences to present their
research and to have their
work subjected to peer

review. Five (5) of the awards
granted were to enable the
organization of conferences to
which academic staff members
of ANSTT institutions were

invited.

The ANSTT Governing
Council Meeting was held
during the year and two new
members joined the Council:
an institutional representative

from the West African region

and a representative from

the Association of African

Universities (AAU).

Other activities undertaken

by the Network included
production and distribution
of the outcome document

for the Conference of Vice-
Chancellors, Deans of Science,
Engineering and Technology
(COVIDSET 2005). The
document: “Revitalizing
Science and Technology
Training Institutions — The
way forward”is an elaboration
of the action plan developed
by participants at the Accra
meeting in 2005. The Network
also undertook several
activities for the dissemination
of information including the
publication of the African
Journal of Science and
Technology (AJST) and the
strengthening of the ANSTI

website.



Brief History

The African Network of
Scientific and Technological
Institutions is a regional non-
governmental organization
(NGO) which was established
in January 1980 by UNESCO
with funding from United
Nations Development
Programme (UNDP) and the
German Government. The
Network was conceived in
response to the resolutions
from the Conference

of African Ministers of
Science and Technology
(CASTAFRICA) which

was held in Dakar, Senegal,
in January 1974. At that
meeting, the African ministers
present, urged UNESCO

to help African Universities
and research organizations
engaged in training and
research in science and
technology to establish such
linkages among themselves

to enable them to pool their
human and material resources
and thereby contribute more
effectively to the application
of science and technology to

development in Africa.

Although UNESCO was
initially very warm to the idea,
the organization had to be
sure that there was enough
interest and enthusiasm for

it among African institutions

and also determine the
number and types of
institution, which will form
the Network. Thus, in 1975
a consultant was engaged to
conduct a feasibility study for
the Network. The consultant
who visited nineteen (19)
universities in the region
summarized his reason for a
positive recommendation as

follows:

“It is difficult to exhaust all
the arguments in favour of
the creation of the Network.
The strongest, however, is

the fact that, practically
everybody wants it and
everybody is anxious that it
should be created, structured,
administered, financed and
operated in such a manner
that it can work to the
satisfaction of all.” Thus, we
can conclude that the ANSTI
project was demand-driven
and that beneficiaries were
involved in its development.
'This fact is obviously one of

the strengths of the Network.

After two expert group
meetings on the consultant’s
report, a project proposal was
finally produced in December
1978 and submitted to
UNDP for funding. The first

project document in support
of ANSTT was signed by
UNDP on 4 May 1979 and
the Funds-in-trust agreement
with the federal Republic of
Germany to assist ANSTT was
signed on 5 August 1980.

ANSTT formally came into
existence on 6 January 1980
which is the day the first
Coordinator assumed office.
The Network has its own
constitution and operates as
a regional NGO with a Pan-
African Governing Council.
UNESCO and UNDP
continue to provide financial
and technical assistance

to ANSTI. The former is
assigned the responsibility
of coordinating the activity
of ANSTT while UNDP,
through the UNV programme,
financially supports the

post of the Assistant
Coordinator. In accordance
with this arrangement,
UNESCO in 1993 agreed
to assign its Programme
Specialist responsible for
the Engineering Sciences

in Africa, the additional
responsibility of serving as

a part-time Coordinator

of ANSTI. The Network’s
Secretariat is also housed in

the UNESCO Nairobi office.




Vision, Mission and Objectives

Vision

'The vision of ANSTT is to
become a major institutional
player in the process of human
resource capacity building

in Basic and Engineering
Sciences in Africa. The
Network works to become

the region’s focal point for
activities relating to human
resource capacity building

in Science and Technology

(S&T).
The Mission

The mission of ANSTT is to
promote active collaboration
among African Scientific
Institutions for the purpose
of training and research in

science and technology.

The Objective

The goal is to build high-
level human resource capacity
to undertake research and
training in science and
technology. In 2006 the
specific objectives pursued

were:

+ To facilitate exchange
of human resources and
material resources for the
purpose of training.

* To disseminate
information on scientific
activities, results of
scientific research and
promote discussions of
major scientific issues.

» To harness resources to
support post-graduate

training.

To develop and promote
standards and quality
assurance systems in
science and technology
education.

To provide advice on
important issues of
S&T and to engage in
other activities that will
strengthen Science and

Engineering education.



State of Membership

Several new members joined
the Network in 2006. The
Secretariat was pleased to
welcome: Gulu University
(Uganda), Stellenbosch
University (South Africa),
Njala University (Sierra
Leone), Sudan Academy of
Science (Sudan), University
of Agriculture-Abeokuta
(Nigeria), Western University

of Science and Technology
(Now called Masinde Muliro
University of Science and
Technology) (Kenya) and
the University of Burundi
(Burundi). The Network
now has a total of 139 (One
hundred and thirty nine)
members in 35 (Thirty five)
countries. The list of member

institutions is given in

Appendix VI (Six). The list
of members in good standing
(i.e. members who have paid
membership fees in the last

2 years) is also presented in

Appendix X (Ten).




Programme Activities and Accomplisbments in 2006

All of the objectives in the
approved workplan were
pursued in the year 2006.
These are:

(i) To strengthen the staff of
science and engineering
training institutions.

(ii) To build capacity for local
production of learning
materials.

(iii) To promote the use
of Information and
Communication
Technology (ICT)
in the delivery of science
and engineering education.

(iv) To facilitate the sharing
of scientific information
and strengthen the
coordinating mechanism of
the Network

(v) To strengthen research
activities in relevant areas

of Science & Technology.

As in previous years the
above-mentioned objectives
were pursued through many
activities. These included:
Award and administration
of post-graduate training
fellowships; Award of staff

exchange fellowships (visiting
professorship); Conference
grants; Publication and
dissemination of science and
technology information;
Preparation of learning
materials; Support for
organisation of workshops/

conferences.

Post-Graduate Training

First of all, we are pleased to
report that all those who were
awarded fellowships last year
(2005) took up the offer and
started their courses during
the period under review. Five

(5) awards were taken up in

2005/2006.

During the three year period
(2003-2005) several awards
were made for postgraduate
training. Some of the
candidates were still pursuing
their courses in 2006. And
some of those pursuing PhD
may only finish in 2007. Thus,
there is a large amount of
financial commitment still

to be settled over the period
2006/2007. Accordingly, it
was decided last year to limit
the postgraduate awards to
the number of allocations
provided by DAAD and The
United Nations University.

The fund from the Dutch
Government was to be used

for other core activities.

In the 2006 selection process,
the Secretariat received
seventy three (73) applications
from seventeen (17) countries.
From this applicants’ pool we
selected five (5) candidates
who will receive the DAAD
and UNU sponsored
fellowships. The recipients

of the 2006 award were from
Nigeria, Tanzania, Kenya and
Lesotho.

The list of those who took up
their fellowships in 2006/07
and those who were awarded
for the year 2005/06 is shown
in Appendix I, Table A and
Table B respectively. Figure 1
gives a cumulative distribution

of the Grantees (1994-2006).

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In order to enable one to
compare the distribution of
benefit among the members
in good standing, the regional
distribution of fee-paying
members of ANSTI is also
presented in Figure 2.

Staff Exchange (Visiting
Staff) Fellowships

In 2006 there were five (5)
staff exchange awards from
among an applicant pool of

nineteen (19).

'The average sizes of the
awards were US$2,500 which
covered a return air ticket and

an honorarium.

Some effort is still required

to improve on the number of
candidates who apply for the
staff exchange fellowships. The
major problem is that there
are not many attractive host
institutions. Most people

would like to go to South

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universities. This year, the
Secretariat broadcast several
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short-term visiting lecturers.

"The award of conference
grants continues to increase. In
2006, nineteen of these grants

were awarded.

Out of the nineteen grants
the Network awarded five
(5) grants to the following
institutions to organise
conferences to which staff of
ANSTI member institutions

were invited:

(i) University of Dar es
Salaam, Tanzania to
organize a conference on
“The Need for Scientific
Equipment Policies”, from
12th — 14th July, 2006.

(ii) University of South Africa
to organise the “Ist Great
Lakes Region Conference
in Mathematics”, in
Rwanda from 8th — 13th
October 2006.

(iii)University of Namibia
to organize a Training
College on Optics and
Laser Applications, in
Windhoek, Namibia from
11th — 13th July 2006

(iv) Faculty of Science,
University of Mauritius to
organize the “Gender And
Science And Technology
Association Conference,
(GASAT 12)”in the
United Kingdom from 3rd

— 8th September, 2006

(v) The Society of African
Physics and Mathematics
to organise the Workshop
on “12th Edward A.
bouchet/Abdus Salam
Regional College on
Functional Analysis,
Difterential Equations and
Applications” in Accra,
Ghana from 10th - 22nd
June 2006.

Publication and
Dissemination of
Science and Technology

Information

The dissemination of
information is carried out
using both the electronic and

print media.

The Secretariat continues
to use the African Journal

of Science and Technology

to disseminate the results of
scientific research. The journal
continues to be the Network’s
flagship publication. In 2006,
two issues of the journal

were published. These

were distributed mainly by
electronic means but a few
printed copies were made

available to libraries.

The Secretariat also produced
quarterly newsletters which
carried information on
activities of the Network

as well as other scientific
activities in the region. The
Newsletter is disseminated in

electronic form.

The use of the internet to
disseminate information

has also continued. ANSTI
has a website where it
publicises scientific activities
of relevance to the region.
In addition, the Secretariat
maintains an e-mail mailing
list of over 1000 addresses.
Through this list the
Network regularly broadcasts

In 2006, the Secretariat
produced and distributed

the outcome document of

the conference of Vice-
Chancellors, Deans of Science,
Engineering and Technology
(COVIDSET).

'The document “Revitalizing
Science and Technology
Training Institutions — The
way forward” is an elaboration
of the action plan developed
by participants at the Accra
meeting in 2005. The
proceedings of COVIDSET
2005 were put on CD-ROM
and a brochure was printed to
accompany it. The CD-ROM
and brochure were circulated
to participants and other

interested parties.

During the year 2006, the
Network oftered support

to the African Academy of
Sciences (AAS) to print and
publish its flagship journal

“Discovery and Innovation”.

Production of Multi-

Media Learning
Materials

'This activity is now focused on
e-content development. In this
connection, a self-training CD

was produced and distributed

to university lecturers to build
their capacity to digitize

their lecture notes. During
the period under review,
ANSTT Secretariat produced
and distributed e-contents
for courses in science and

engineering.

Organisation of
Workshops and
Meetings

ANSTT in collaboration with
other UNESCO projects
organized a consultation
meeting on the integration

of science and technology
issues in national development
policies. The meeting was

in recognition of the fact

that government decisions

are usually driven by

policies such as the Poverty
Reduction Strategy (PRSP)
and the Economic Recovery
Programmes (ERP). Thus, if
science and technology issues
were to feature in government
plans, it must be mainstreamed
in these national development
policies. The meeting was held
in Mombasa in September
with participants from ten

countries in the region.

'The Secretariat also organized
the 10th annual Governing
Council meeting in Mombasa
in December 2006. The
Council deliberated on various

issues regarding the Network

as well as the Workplan for
the year 2007.

Other Activities

Apart from the core activities
which have been described
above, the Network also
undertook several other

activities.
Reports for donors

In addition to the reports
produced for public
consumption which were
mentioned under the
dissemination and publication
of information, the Secretariat
also produced other reports for
donors to the Network. These
included the progress report
for the Dutch grant and report
on COVIDSET 2005 which
was submitted to the donors

of the conference.

Preparation for the
Regional Conference
of Vice-Chancellors,
Provosts, Deans of
Science, Engineering
and Technology
(COVIDSET 2007).

'The preparatory activity for
COVIDSET 2007 was fund-
raising. Several proposals
were prepared and submitted
to various organizations. We
have submitted proposals on
various themes to different
donor organizations including

UNESCO, EU and the Dutch




government. We have not
yet received any financial
commitment but we are
hopetul that some positive
results will be obtained in

2007.

Preparation of Strategic
Plan

During the year under review,
the Secretariat engaged a
consultant to carry out the
assignment of preparing

a strategic plan. Several
questionnaires were sent out
to solicit the opinion of staff
of member institutions on key

issues:

*  Which one of the existing
programmes must be
discontinued because it
has out-lived its usefulness,
and

* Which new programmes

should be introduced into

the ANSTI programme.

Members of the Secretariat
were heavily involved in the
exercise. The Coordinator
went through several draft
documents and the other staff
was involved in following-up
on the survey questionnaire.
'The draft of the strategic plan
was discussed at length during
the 10th Governing Council

meeting in Mombasa.

Scientists Database

'The Network developed and
launched a Scientists database
website during the year

under review. The website is
immensely popular with over
300 (three hundred) scientists
already registered from all over
Africa and the Diaspora. It
acts as a useful resource tool
that fosters interaction among
scientists in the region and the

Diaspora.
Fund-raising

During the year under review,
the Secretariat submitted
four (4) proposals for support
for ANSTI core activities

and COVIDSET 2007. The
proposals were presented to
the Dutch government, the
European Union and the
UNESCO Japanese Funds-
In-Trust programme. We are
pleased to report that three
of our traditional donors have
reviewed their support for

the Network — They are: The
German Academic Exchange
Services (DAAD); The United
Nations University (UNU)
and the Dutch Government.

Cooperation with
other Agencies

In addition to donor agencies

who continue to actively
support ANSTI, the Network

is also in partnership with
other organizations. In the
year under review the Network
collaborated with the African
Academy of Sciences to print
and distribute their journal

“Discovery and Innovation”.

ANSTT is closely associated
with the International
Association for Continuing
Engineering Education
(IACEE), the ANSTI
Coordinator serves as a

member of the Council of

TIACEE.

The Network also collaborates
with technical human resource
development networks such
as the Network of Users

of Scientific Equipment of
East and Southern Africa
(NUSESA) and is also a
partner with the Gender

and Science and Technology
(GASAT) Network. The
Coordinator is a member of

the GASAT board.

The Association of African
Universities (AAU) and
ANSTT continue to have

a good relationship and

a new representative of
the Association has been
appointed to the ANSTI

Governing Council.



Visibility of ANSTIT

ANSTT continues to receive
recognition and this is
indicated by the invitations
the Secretariat receives

to send representatives to
meetings/conferences, to
present keynote addresses.
For instance, the Coordinator
was an invited speaker at the
Global Forum on Higher
Education where he shared
his experience on Regional
Cooperation on Higher
Education. In September,
he was the keynote speaker
at the African Regional
Conference in Engineering
Education (ARCEE). The
Chairman of the Council has
also represented ANSTT at
international meetings where

the Network was invited.

Other evidence is in the
number of institutions which
request the assistance of

the Secretariat to use the
Network to identify scientists
and advertise posts. For
instance the Secretariat was
used extensively by the AAU
and NEPAD to identify the
participants at the recent
African Congress of Scientists
and Science Policy Makers.
Several universities now

advertise posts and activities

through ANSTT.

Personnel Matters

During the period under
review Mr. Masahiro
Wakabayashi left the
secretariat but continued to
be available for short-term
assignments under special

terms.

Financial Matters

In 2005, financial support

for ANSTT activities came
from five (5) sources. ANSTI
activities and Secretariat were
financed from the following
sources: the United Nations
Educational, Scientific

and Cultural Organization
(UNESCO); The German
Academic Exchange Service
(DAAD); the Dutch Ministry
of Foreign Affairs; the United
Nations University (UNU)
and the contribution from
member institutions. As in
the past, each member of the
basket of donors supports one
or more of the programme
activities of the Network. The
Dutch funds were used for all
core activities of ANSTT while
the DAAD and UNU funds
were restricted to fellowships.
Table 1 shows the allocation
of funds by each donor.

Financial
Administration

As in the past there were two
parallel administrations for
funds for ANSTT activities:
Administration by the Donor
Agencies and Administration
by the Secretariat. Support
from UNESCO and DAAD
was administered by their
respective financial offices.
ANSTI, in effect, only
received the services from
these two organizations.

In the case of DAAD, the
funds were for postgraduate
fellowships and these are

usually disbursed through

the German Embassies in

the candidates’ host country.
ANSTT Secretariat’s role was
only to shortlist and nominate
candidates for the awards. In
2006, UNESCO supported
staft exchange and conference
grants and the funds for these
were disbursed through the
UNESCO Nairobi Finance
Office. ANSTT Secretariat
prepared the contracts that
were then processed by the
UNESCO Nairobi Finance
Office.

'The funds which are directly
managed by ANSTI

Secretariat were those from
the Dutch Government

and the United Nations
University. The funds from
the membership contribution
are held in an interest-bearing

account and managed by

UNESCO Paris.

Table 2 shows the
administrators of the various
funds allocated to ANSTI

Financial Statement

The financial statement
presented in Appendix IX

is for the funds under the
direct management of the
Secretariat. These funds are
for activities financed by the
Dutch Government, UNU,
and membership fees. The
